Database Migration Guide
PointBase to Daffodil DB/One$DB

This Database Migration Guide explains how to migrate from PointBase to Daffodil
DB/One$DB. The Guide provides a step-by-step explanation of the Import option
available in Daffodil DB/One$DB by which you can import your data without any data
loss. It is simple, easy to understand and illustrated with screen shots.

Further, the various steps described below have been thoroughly tested in lab environs
and comprises of the best methods for migration to Daffodil DB/One$DB.

Steps to be taken before invoking Import Wizard of Daffodil DB/One$DB

Step 1: Set classpath for required jars of PointBase in BrowserServer.bat if Daffodil
Server is running. Otherwise set classpath in BrowserEmbedded.bat

Step 2: Open Daffodil DB Browser in server or embedded mode. (For server mode, run
StartServer.bat and then run BrowserServer.bat. For embedded mode, run
BrowserEmbedded.bat only)

Step 3: Run PointBase server from command prompt or using batch file, if you want to
import PointBase database in Server mode.

Working with the Import Wizard of Daffodil DB/One$DB

Step 4: To start the Import Wizard of Daffodil DB/One$DB, click the Tool Menu and
select Import. The Import/Export Wizard dialog box appears

Step 5: Fill up the following information about the Source Database in the dialog box:

Source Driver Class - com.pointbase.jdbc.jdbcUniversalDriver
Source URL - jdbc:pointbase:server://localhost/sample (for
PointBase

Server)

jdbc:pointbase:embedded:databasepath (for
PointBase Embedded) - the databasepath should
be the full path of database including the database

name

Source UserName - Specify the user name of a valid PointBase user.
Source Password - Specify the password for the above user.
Source Database - PointBase
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Source Dictionary - Will be automatically populated once you select the
source database

Step 6: Fill up the following information about the Destination database in the dialog

box:

Destination Driver Class - in.co.daffodil.db.jdbc.DaffodilDBDriver
(embedded mode)

- in.co.daffodil.db.Rmi.RmiDaffodilDBDriver
(server mode)

(embedded mode)
- jdbc:daffodilDB://localhost:3456/DBNAME;creat

(server mode) - User can create any database
name in place of DBNAME
